River Mist Northern Sea Oats is primarily grown for its highly ornamental
fruit. It produces abundant clusters of coppery-bronze hop-like fruit from
late summer to late fall. It attractive grassy leaves are light green in color
with prominent white stripes. As an added bonus, the foliage turns a
gorgeous coppery-bronze in the fall.

Landscape Attributes

River Mist Northern Sea Oats is an herbaceous perennial grass with a
shapely form and gracefully arching stems. Its medium texture blends
into the garden, but can always be balanced by a couple of finer or
coarser plants for an effective composition.

This is a relatively low maintenance plant, and is best cleaned up in early
spring before it resumes active growth for the season. It has no
significant negative characteristics.

Planting & Growing

River Mist Northern Sea Oats will grow to be about 30 inches tall at
maturity, with a spread of 3 feet. Its foliage tends to remain dense right to
the ground, not requiring facer plants in front. It grows at a medium rate,
and under ideal conditions can be expected to live for approximately 10
years. As an herbaceous perennial, this plant will usually die back to the
crown each winter, and will regrow from the base each spring. Be careful
not to disturb the crown in late winter when it may not be readily seen!

This plant does best in full sun to partial shade. It is quite adaptable,

prefering to grow in average to wet conditions, and will even tolerate River Mist Northern Sea Oats foliage
some standing water. It is not particular as to soil type or pH. Itis Photo courtesy of NetPS Plant Finder
somewhat tolerant of urban pollution. This is a selection of a native North

American species.

River Mist Northern Sea Oats is a fine choice for the garden, but it is also a good selection for planting in
outdoor pots and containers. Because of its height, it is often used as a 'thriller' in the 'spiller-thriller-filler'
container combination; plant it near the center of the pot, surrounded by smaller plants and those that spill
over the edges. It is even sizeable enough that it can be grown alone in a suitable container. Note that
when growing plants in outdoor containers and baskets, they may require more frequent waterings than
they would in the yard or garden.
